OBJECTIVES

speakers to the second language.

5. Toaid students in their adaptation to the Asturian and Spanish physical - social
environment by developing their knowledge and ability to function effectively in the new
cultural milieu.

METHODOLOGY

with facilitating the training for a real communication needs.

The major objective of the course will be for pupils to achieve communicative competence, that
is, the ability of a person to behave appropriately as required by the context or situation of a
conversation.
